A condemned person detained in the requesting State who has been given to the requested State for the purpose of application shall not be proceeded against, sentenced or detained with a view to the carrying out of a sentence or detention order for any offence done before his surrender other than that for which the sentence to be applied was imposed, nor shall he for any other reason be limited in his personal freedom, except in the following cases:



a
when the State which surrendered him agrees. A request for consent shall be sent, accompanied by all relevant documents and a legal record of any declaration made by the convicted person in respect of the wrongdoing concerned. Consent shall be given when the offence for which it is requested would itself be subject to extradition according to the law of the State asking for enforcement or when extradition would be excluded only by reason of the amount of the punishment;

when the sentenced person, having had an opportunity to go out of the territory of the nation to which he has been surrendered, has not done so within 45 days of his final release, or if he has returned to that territory after leaving it.
